I am extremely happy to present the
annual report of our prestigious institution
for the academic year 2020-21. Sri Y N
College offers Nineteen  programmes at UG
level,  five at PG level and  eight at the
Intermediate level. The present student
strength of the College is 3437 which
includes 2090 in UG, 458 in PG, 818 in
Intermediate, 71 in B.Ed. In addition, 250
Students in UG and 150 in PG joined through
'AU Distance Education Centre' during this
academic year.

The College has a very competent and
experienced faculty. There are 20
Doctorates, and 20 M. Phil. in the College
Faculty. We registered a pass percentage of
73% in B.Sc., 86% in B.Com. and 80% in B.A.
with an average of 78% for the Fifth
Semester End Examinations held in Nov,
2020.

I would like to give a brief academic
report of Dr.C.S.Rao P.G.Centre for the
2020-21 academic year.  In an
unprecedented way, this year has been
blocked by the COVID-19 Lock down .  The
lockdown challenge however opened up
new opportunities for all the teachers  to
upgrade their digital skills.  All the faculty
members took up the online classes to the
students by creating the whatsapp groups
and through the zoom platform.   Thus a
novel practice, hitherto unknown, has come
to stay as a promising teaching method.
The examinations which were to be held in
the April, 2021 got postponed and were
conducted in October,2020.   The average
pass percentage in all the courses is 92.5.

August, 2020.  This is a remarkable
achievement under the stewardship of our
Secretary & Correspondent
Dr.C.Satynarayana Rao garu.  All the  5 P.G.
Departments of  M.A.English,
M.B.A.,M.C.A., M.Sc. Mathematics   and
M.Sc.Organic Chemistry have constituted
their Board of Studies,  designed their
syllabi and conducted the Board of Studies
meeting through  online.  Subsequently the

syllabi were approved by the Academic
Council in its meeting held in our College
on  27th March, 2021.

Organic
Chemistry  are impressive.   More than  90%
of the seats are filled in these courses.

 During this year Dr.A.V.Ramana of the
Management Studies department and
Dr.K.Sushil Paul,  Head  of  P.G. English
department have been awarded Ph.D.
degrees by the Andhra University and the
Acharya Nagarjuna University respectively

Research Centre:

I am very happy to declare that Sri
Y.N. College Research Centre in
Management Studies has been allotted  9
Ph.D. scholars on the basis of  APRCET19.
Out of them three  are the full-time scholars
and six are the Part-time scholars.  The
Research guides of the Centre,

College (erstwhile Sri Y.N. College of
Education) in the year 2007 with an aim to
disseminate knowledge, and teaching
abilities among the rural students and
make the society prosperous, keeping in
view the changing trends in imparting
education.

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ART OF PUBLIC SPEAKING

Many students like to give public
speeches which are appreciated by
everyone. But, in many cases they fail due
to lack of experience and many other
reasons. In this article I want to given some
points which help in delivering a good
speech

Before giving your speech, you should
have a good number of days to prepare,
research and acquire some very important
points regarding your topic. The topic you
choose should include some points that
connect every individual in their daily life
or in the correct situations. It may be
political, social, religious, etc.

Remember, while giving your speech
you should give accurate information to the
audience. For example, if you  are
addressing an issue regarding bad road
conditions in your area, then you should
give exact number of kilometers where the
road condition is not good. Don’t say
‘Nearly, approximately.' Accurate
information always plays  special role in
public speech.

While giving your speech you should
remember beginning and ending lines of
your speech. In most of the cases many
people won’t focus on the ending line of
their speech, and this is the reason some
speeches fail. If you are sure about the

starting and ending of your speech, then
you’ll conclude your speech accordingly and
people appreciate those kinds of speech.
