With the study of the outlook of the Novelist about the middle class and also the men – women relations as they were presented in these Novels  The 6th and the concluding chapter an attempt has been made to arrive at useful deductions.  


A detail study of Hindi Novels of Amrit Rai was presented in a systematic manner to assess the situation of the middle class people in the present society and also there problems.  The novelist Amrit Rai, with a realistic attitude towards middle class, described their problems in their individualistic, socio analytical novels. 12. ACHIEVEMENTS FROM THE PROJECT :

A critical study of these novels in the perspective of depiction of middle class is very much needful to assess the problems of these people and also the influence of social and religious customs and also the impact of economic disparities on this sector.     
No significance study in this direction has been made sofar.  The internal and external features of the life of middle class is relatively much complicated than that of the people of other sectors.  Amrit Rai has made a significant study of the psychology of these people and also their problems.  He has presented the struggle consciousness of these people for their individualistic and social existence, through his characters.  In the novels of Amrit Rai the thoughtful nature of the people and their contemptment has been discussed.  In the perspective of the values of life and human values the ideology and also the behaviour of these people and their reactions in practical have been assessed through the representative characters of these novels. Amrit Rai through his literary works brought out the psychological exploration of the middle class women who are sensitive to the changing times and situations.  Amrit Rai expressed a sensibility which is shaped and moulded by contemporary society.  Middle class women liberation and feminist movements have brought revolutionary changes in the status of women.  Importance is given to social consciousness, awareness of identity, feminine sensibility, champion of women’s cause, problems of alienations, sex and personal relationships.      

The dynamics of middle class women’s consciousness, thought and action from post mutiny years have not merely significance, but they are also symbols of sustenance in an uncertain world.  The contours of middle class consciousness which precede thought in human society are no where better captured than by a literary artist and best portrayed by a master artist.   
13. SUMMARY OF THE FINDINGS:

 
“Middle Class” emerged as a major group in India in the 20th century.  The impact of political freedom, urbanization, industrilisation, improved facilities to educate the children, opportunities to get jobs in government and private sector and many other factors are behind the origin of middle class in Indian society.  This new social group has significant features.  The writers emerged from middle class have depicted the aspirations, and problems of these people in their writings.  The Hindi fiction writers have selected themes for their writings from this sector.  They have selected the prime characters from the middle class.  The Hindi novelists have depicted the struggle consciousness of these people in their writings realistically.

These novels depict the journey of the middle class people whose consciousness reveals their desire for financial independence, social recognition and emotional balance.  The middle class women suffers more both in her parental and husband’s home.  She is confident, competent and analyzingly conscious of her own carrier and place in the society.  

Amrit Rai, with a realistic attitude towards Indian women, described the multi faced personality of Indian women and their problems in their individualistic, socio analytical, psycho analytical novels.  Amrit Rai described the internal and external life of women who relentlessly struggles for her individualistic existence in the society.  He made it, as clear as possible, the problems faced by the middle class of both rural and urban Indian society, struggling against social and religious odds to make their life meaningful.  

The Hindi novelist Amrit Rai made a focus on the impact of socio economic conditions on the middle class people’s day to day life.  Amrit Rai’s Novels like ‘Dhuvaan, Sukh-Dukh, Beej’ and Haathi Ke Danth had pointed out that certain laws are definitely influenced by the patriarchal system, the dominant position of the husband and also the social and economic backwardness women. In these writings silent suffering and unheard agony of Indian women has been narrated.  Voice of women consciousness is the main feature of these novels.  Amrit Rai presented a vivid picture of the middle class life.  The way or ways suggested of getting over the complexes are invariably idealistic, often spiritual in nature.  Human attachments and sex based love have been dealt with in all these novels with considerable success and clarity.  
A basic realism and a healthy idealistic approach to the problems of Indian women are the main features of these novels under study.  
14. CONTRIBUTION TO THE SOCIETY (GIVE DETAILS) :

 
An attempt has been made in this study to present a critical analysis of the middle class life depicted in the novels of Amrit Rai.  The issue of middle class identity and struggle has still remained something of a question mark to most minds who are deeply concerned about the core issue involved with middle class women’s struggle consciousness.  This study will be useful to know that how Amrit Rai dealt with the struggle consciousness of middle class in his novels, which is brought out in this study with special emphasis on how he deals with middle class women’s “Constructedness” at the rediscovery of herself with relation to her role in society, the partnership of marriage, patriarchal / matriarchal concerns and the need for Independence.
